After the two teams 
split the first six bouts of the competition, North Hills held a 16-11 lead. Trailing 9-1 at 160 pounds, Ben 
Amrhein scored ten unanswered points to record an exciting 11-9 decision over Penn Hills’ Kei Pasch’l to 
start a string of eight straight North Hills’ victories. The remainder of the match was highlighted with 
pins by Ben Smith (189), T.J. McElwaine (215), Mike Dietrich (215), and Tyler Walker (112).
